
Thinking about changing careers, learning a new skill, improving employability, or preparing for a new job?  Think
about looking into the range of courses offered through the two-year community and four-year college system in
northern New Jersey.  The variety of courses includes non-credit, credit and online classes as well as certificate
programs from home health aid to teaching to information technology.

A new set of academic courses are offered as early as May so individuals can keep pace with improving their
skills and gaining knowledge.  Those who are unemployed can visit their One-Stop Career Centers to determine
if they are eligible and the courses are approved for grant funding up to $4,000 to attend college classes. In
addition, there are many other sources of financial aid both from the U.S. Department of Education, and, for
veterans and their families, from the U.S. Department of Veteran Affairs.  You can also claim a tax credit on your
federal income tax for education.

NJIT Awarded a $23 Million Federal Grant for Electronic Medical Records

The Technical Training Project (TTP) graduated nine students in December 2009 and January 2010.  This is the
fourth training cycle that was funded by North Jersey Partners. In total, TTP has trained 40 individuals with 25
graduates securing jobs and 15 continuing their education to receive an Associate’s degree.  TTP prepares
individuals for careers in a variety of science and technology driven industries such as pharmaceuticals,
biotechnology, chemicals, plastics, etc.

Linking and leveraging has been a goal of North Jersey Partners since its inception and it is proud to announce
that another of its key partners – New Jersey Institute of Technology (NJIT) – is the recipient of a $23 million
federal grant to ensure the use of electronic healthcare records in the state by 2014.

Approximately 80 percent of New Jersey physicians serve at-risk population areas - the large urban regions of
Newark, Trenton, Camden and Atlantic City - and these healthcare providers will be the primary receivers of the
grant-assisted services to support them in achieving meaningful use of electronic healthcare record systems.

NJIT will partner with the NJ Hospital Association, Medical Society of NJ, Health Information Management and
Systems Society, NJ Community College Consortium for Workforce and Economic Development, NJ Department
of Health, and the NJ Human Services to deliver this program.  Moreover, New Jersey’s 19 community colleges
will act as partners for the delivery of outreach and awareness training throughout the state.  The NJIT Division
of Continuing and Professional Education will complement these efforts.
